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The Louisiana Health Insurance Survey (LHIS) represents the most comprehensive data
collection effort in assessing health insurance coverage in Louisiana. The survey has been conducted
every two years since 2003 with analysis from the 2011 LHIS providing the most recent estimates of
insurance coverage in the state. Estimates of the percent of adults and children who are uninsured in each
parish at the time of the survey were published in a separate report.

The purpose of this report is to present updated uninsured rates for children and adults in each of
Louisiana’s 64 parishes for June 2012. The basic approach is to build a statistical model to predict the
number of uninsured based on socioeconomic characteristics of households using data from all prior
LHIS surveys. We then apply this model to predict the impact of changes in socioeconomic
characteristics for each parish during the most recent period, December 2011 to June 2012, to predict the
change in uninsured rates for children and adults in each parish.

Table 1 contains the estimated percent of uninsured children for June 2011, December 2011, and
June 2012. Overall, the results suggest only minor changes in the percent of children who are uninsured
during this period. Between December 2011 and June 2012, the estimated uninsured rate for children fell
in 26 parishes, rose in 27 parishes, and was unchanged in remaining 11 parishes. Generally, the estimated
changes were within 0.1% to 0.3%. Lafourche saw the greatest change (+0.9%).

Table 2 contains similar estimates of the percent uninsured for non-elderly adults. The results
show that 27 of 64 parishes had uninsured rates fall, 22 stayed the same, and 15 rose during the period
between December 2011 and June 2012. The largest changes were to Orleans Parish (+1%) and West
Feliciana Parish (-0.7%). These large differences are due to changes in demographics.

Table 3 converts the estimated percentage of uninsured adults and children into estimates of the
number of uninsured for each group. At first glance, the impact of population differences tends to
overshadow differences in the uninsured rates in these results. Upon closer examination the impact of the
percent uninsured is more apparent. For example, a comparison of the number of uninsured children in
Orleans Parish to Jefferson Parish and East Baton Rouge Parish, all which have similarly large
populations, reveals that impact.

Conclusion

This report predicts a slight decrease in the uninsured rate for children and slight increase in the
uninsured rate for adults. The variation across parishes is larger for the children’s model than for the
adult model because even slight differences in rates are significant when uninsured rates fall between 2
and 10%. Between December 2011 and June 2012, there was a slight decline in the number of uninsured
children and a modest increase in the number of uninsured adults.
