Transferring from Another State

A person who holds a valid license, registration or certificate as a medication attendant issued by another state may also be certified in Louisiana if the transferring state's training program is at least 100 hours or more and the applicant passes the state competency examination.

· a current copy of the rules of the other state governing its licensing and regulation of medication aides

· a copy of the legal authority (law, act, code, or other) for the state's licensing program

· and a certified copy of the license or certificate for which the reciprocal certificate is requested
