Instructions for Calculating Outcome Measures:

1. Immunizations:
a) A chart audit must be done during the first quarter.  Randomly select 20% of the charts of the entry grade or largest grade at the host site (school that houses SBHC). Audit these charts for age-based immunization compliance, using the OPH Immunization Program schedule (attached).

b) Implement immunization programs to improve compliance, i.e., flyers, letters to parents, health/shot fairs, etc.

c) A second chart audit must be done during the 4th quarter. Randomly select 20% of charts of the same grade at host site as was done in the first quarter.  Audit these charts for age-based immunization compliance using the OPH Immunization Program schedule.

d) Report on the percentage of first and fourth quarter charts audited with up-to-date immunizations. 

A = Number of charts audited with up-to-date age-based immunization status, according to the OPH Immunization Program schedule;
B =Total number of charts audited at host site, which should be equal to 20% of the charts of the entry grade or largest grade audited at the host site (school that houses the SBHC); and
C = Percentage of charts audited with up-to-date immunizations. Calculate by dividing A by B and multiplying by 100.  
2. Comprehensive Physical Exams:
a) Data can be retrieved from the Clinical Fusion Data System using the V20.2, V70.0 and V70.3 (only if these sports physicals are comprehensive) ICD-9 codes for comprehensive physicals.

b) By the end of the fourth quarter, determine the total number of visits coded with V20.2 at host site (school that houses SBHC).

c) By the end of the fourth quarter, determine the total number of visits coded with V70.0 at host site.

d) By the end of the fourth quarter, determine the total number of visits coded with V70.3 at host site (only if these sports physicals are comprehensive).
e) Report on percentage of students at host site who have received a comprehensive physical examination.

A = Total number of visits coded with V20.2 at host site;
B = Total number of visits coded with V70.0 at host site;
C = Total number of visits coded with V70.3 at host site if these sports physicals are comprehensive;
D = Total number of students enrolled at the host site (school that houses the SBHC); and
E = Percentage of enrolled students at the host site who have received a comprehensive physical. Calculate by dividing the sum of A plus B plus C by D and multiply by 100, i.e.,   A + B + C  x 100.

b) Report on the percentage of enrolled students who are uninsured in both the first and fourth quarters.
