National School-Based Health Care Awareness Month:

New Legislation to Support School-Based Health Centers:
Representative Lois Capps (CA-24) introduced the School-Based Health Centers Act, legislation that would provide continued federal support to school-based health centers, on July 9, 2013. Health Care Reform:
Health reform, spurred in large part by the Affordable Care Act, is underway. Delivery and payment methods for health care services are heading in new directions, with more emphasis on accountability for quality outcomes, greater incentives for prevention and primary care, and demands for improvements in population health. School-based health centers (SBHCs) can tap into their strengths - integrating primary care, public health, and oral and mental health care - to take advantage of these changes.
 
Protecting Adolescent Access to Confidential Services:
School-Based Health Alliance advocates for policies that protect the confidentiality of adolescents and young adults in their pursuit of health services. With the expansion of preventive services coverage made possible by the Affordable Care Act, School-Based Health Alliance joined with other organizations in recommending options to the Department of Health and Human Services that would eliminate the insurance industry practice of explanation of benefits as a barrier to adolescents' health care access.
 
There are many ways we all can help grow our SBHC's, but united we have a stronger voice!

These new sites were opened through Connecticut Governor Dannel Malloy's Education Reform Initiative in alliance with Connecticut school districts. Public Health Capacity Assistance for School-Based Health Care Leaders
The Center for School, Health and Education at the American Public Health Association announced the first group of school-based health care leaders to participate in the capacity building series funded by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC). The project consists of 16 participants from Connecticut, Illinois, and Michigan. The School-Based Health Alliance has served as a consultant during the selection process. 
The goal of this project is to integrate comprehensive public health practices, services, and messages into the clinical care that is delivered in SBHCs, and school-wide. A key strategy utilized to this end is an expanded role for SBHCs to facilitate comprehensive and integrated public health approaches to address the health needs of students. This professional development series will begin in early April, 2014 and will conclude at our 2014 National School-Based Health Care Convention.
